Nottingham survived a late scare to maintain the slender lead they held 
until full time and secure an excellent win.

New goalkeeper Mathieu Flotat had an impressive debut in English handball, making several vital saves, while 
the undoubted stars at the other end were Jon Mardaras and Cedric Biguenet, who scored 10 goals each. 
Liverpool’s goals were shared across the team, with Carlo the away team’s highest scorer on the day.

Nottingham started the season as they mean to go on, with an exciting win. They face Manchester University 
at Sutton Bonnington in the next home match. The match promises to be another exciting contest, with the away 
team having pipped Nottingham to third place in last season’s championship, and a place in the end of season 
play offs.
